Fruit for this wine was hand harvested in early October. The grapes were destemmed and fermented in cement
tanks. Malo-lactic fermentation was also completed in cement. Following fermentation the wine was aged for 4
months in a combination of 50% used French oak barrels and 50% used American oak barrels.

“The 2014 Acentor Garnacha from Isaac Hernandez Seleccion is made from fifty year-
old vines that are fermented in cement tanks and raised in older barrels, of both French
and American oak origin. The wine is fourteen percent alcohol and offers up a ripe,
classic nose of black raspberries, cherries, pepper, roasted game, a bit of coffee grounds
and a topnote of sandalwood. On the palate the wine is deep, full-bodied and plush on
the attack, with a good core, ripe tannins and fine length and grip on the moderately
complex and well-balanced finish.
