D.O. The wines from Rueda won wide renown in the 1700’s

thanks to clarification using local clay which made the wines

especially clear and long lived. Rioja producer Marques de Riscal

started a new venture in the area in 1972 engendering a start of
new plantings and focus on quality leading to D.O. status being granted in 1980.

Wine: This wine is made from fruit grown in the Fuente Elvira vineyard with an average vine age of 40 years.
The grapes are gently crushed in pneumatic press, following cold maceration for 24 hours. It was fermented un-
der temperature-controlled at 60 degrees F for 28 days. The wine was in contact with its lees for 28 days. Stabili-
zation and light filtration occurred before bottling in March 2008.
