Winery: 1+1=3 is one of  the few wine growing estates in the 
Penedes that exclusively bottles its own production. Meticulous 
care is taken over the vineyards as well as the vinification and ag-
ing in new French oak casks from top barrel makers. The result is a 
range of  delicious, beautifully made red and white wines with the 
emphasis on finesse, elegance and a perfect balance. 

D.O.: Penedes has long been known as an innovative region for 
both its early adoption of  temperature control and stainless steel in 
the winery as well as the planting of  international grape varieties. 
This trend continued with the first organic vineyard in Spain being 
registered in Penedes.

Wine: Produced from 25 year old estate grown Cabernet Sauvignon vines, hand harvested and de-stemmed, 
followed by maceration with the skins for 24 hours at 45° F. After maceration the juice is bled off  and allowed to 
settle prior to fermentation in stainless steel at ~55° F. Bottled at the beginning of  March 2008.
