Rios de Tinta 2019 (red wine)

Isaac Fernandez Seleccion is a unique collaborative venture between two individuals — Isaac
Fernandez, one of Spain’s most acclaimed winemakers and Aurelio Cabestrero whose vision
and commitment to Spanish wines has helped bring them forefront in the United States.

Both partners have a long history in Ribera del Duero; Isaac has made wines from Ribera
fruit for over 20 years and Aurelio has relatives with a winery within the DO. They started
their project in Ribera del Duero in 2010 producing two wines. Rios de Tinta or “Rivers of
Ink” showcases fruit intensity balanced by soil tones in an early drinking style. It is a colloqui-
al Spanish term for anything that produces enough buzz to be in the newspapers.
